“Kachinland
July 20, 2006

”’Dear brother Leon and sister Gloria Sexton,
“Greetings to you from Kachinland.

“Now | am sending you information about the branch Legacy School from Kachinland. The
students are totally 4 (2 boys and 2 girls).



1. Mr. Gumaan Awng age 19 years
2. Mr. Lalbiakkima age 23 years
3. Ms. Seng Mai age 20 years
4. Ms. Ja Pawk age 20 years

“Now | am following according to Principal Seng Awng’s schedule.

From 8:00 AM to 9:00 AM .....English language class by Seng Awng.
From 9:00 AM to 10:30 AM ..... Bible class by pastor Lazum Brang.

“Then the students go to work on the church compound. (Editor’s note: the students are helping to plant
an organic vegetable garden patterned on the one at Legacy School in Chiang Mai, Thailand.)

“Within one week, the class is only 3 times now, Monday, Wednesday, Friday.

“In this time the heavy rains come every day. | have free time in this month. If | tour for Gospel
Works, the class will be only one hour in the day: and also, The class will be only 3 hours in a week.
We need the first year courses from Thailand Legacy School. Our first year courses should be the
same between Kachinland and Thailand. We speak only English in the class....”

What truly amazes me (and humbles me!) is that this school is successfully up and running
according to the Legacy pattern learned in Thailand, and |1 am not there to oversee it! It is being
entirely set up and operated by Lazum Brang and two of our Legacy Institute Leadership
Training Center graduates, who learned from Legacy Thailand and returned to Kachinland to
found a NEW Branch School!

They are doing EXACTLY what we envisioned. And they are doing it on their own, without my
direct supervision! God is truly Great and His Ways are beyond our imagination. The Holy
Spirit has trained and empowered these young Legacy men to follow the same pattern they
learned in Thailand and replicate that pattern in their own country and among their own people.
They are real leaders!

(Note: Lazum Brang does not mention Legacy grad Seng Htun because he is in Yangon
purchasing used computer equipment to set up and teach computer at the new school.)
